How do I do Fractional Dimensioning styles?
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1. Select the Dimension tool like normal. 
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Then go to the upper right side of the user interface.  There are 2 dropdown menus.  The menu on the left controls the line weight and line type.  The menu on the right controls the dimensioning style.  The normal default dimensioning style is ANSI.  






3. There are several types of fractional dimensioning styles.  As best as I can tell, these are the default traits of each style.  Some of these traits such as precision can be changed going to the Format menu and then Styles Editor or by double clicking on each dimension and changing the precision there.
