How do I do the Parts List (BOM)?

PGo to the Drawing Views Panel and click on it and slide down to the Drawing Annotation Panel.
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Click on the Parts List button
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Click on the view you want to have the program generate the parts list for.



4. In the BOM View area you can select either Structured or Parts Only

Structured – When this option is selected, the parts list will list each sub-assembly as an individual item number.


Parts Only – When this option is selected, the parts list will list every part individually even if sub-assemblies were used. 

I usually click on Parts Only




5. Click on the OK button.




6. Click to locate the Parts List (BOM) in the desired location. 
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
